DUTIES 
 

• All drivers must wear High Visibility vest. 
• Transports students to and from school in accordance with routes and schedules. 
• Directs, monitors and disciplines students and ensures compliance with safe loading, 

riding and unloading procedures. 
• Consults with parents, teachers and school administration regarding immediate student 

behaviour and discipline issues. 
• Conducts pre -trip and post-trip inspections in accordance with B.C. Motor Vehicle Act, 

B.C.  
• Air Brake Manual, National Safety Code and B.C. Professional Drivers' Manual. 
• Transports students on local, out-of-town and overnight field trips as requested by the 

Principal or Designate. 
• Regularly fuels vehicle. 
• Reports defects to the Principal or Designate, assists in assessing maintenance 

problems and performs minor running maintenance and emergency repairs. 
• Ensures the safe loading, riding and unloading of students with special needs and 

students prone to behaviors. 
• Consults with Principal or Designate regarding bus routes, passengers, discipline 

problems and traffic violation reports. 
• Ensures interior and exterior cleanliness of school bus. 
• Instructs student in Kindergarten-Grade 2 Bus Safety Program. 
• Provides orientation to temporary bus drivers. 
• Provides emergency first aid. 
• Secures bus. 
• Function and knowledge of satellite phone on scheduled school field trips is ensured.
